· Application Requirements 

Community Collaboration 

All applications should include collaboration with at least one other community stakeholder group (for example, local schools, youth clubs, Lions club, sports club, Men’s Sheds and many more). 

If not possible, your application should outline the reason why. 

Environmental Impact Statement 

Applications must include a clear statement detailing the project’s proposed impact on the environment and local community benefit.

Community Engagement and Impact (20%) 
· Demonstrated benefit to the local community

· Practicality and timeline of implementation 
· Plans for ongoing maintenance or long-term sustainability. 

Innovation and Creativity (20%) 
· Novel approaches to tackling environmental challenges.
